The Jewish Relief Agency Celebrates
5 Years of Feeding the Community

Working side by side in a bustling Northeast warehouse,

500 volunteers of all ages gathered Sunday, September
111, to make a difference in the lives of 1,700 low-
income Jewish families and to celebrate the Jewish
Relief Agency's 5th anniversary of feeding the Jewish
community. Veteran volunteers as well as first timers
packed kosher, non-perishable food, loaded their own
cars and delivered food boxes directly into the homes
of Jewish families in need at the Jewish Relief Agency's
pre-Rosh Hashanah food distribution.

Over the last five years, the Jewish Relief Agency,
Philadelphia's largest volunteer-led Jewish organization,
has conducted monthly food distributions to reach out
to the 57,000 Jewish needy in our region. The Agency
has seen tremendous growth since September 2000,
when 3 volunteers brought food to 19 families. Today
JRA serves 1,700 households each month with the help
of 3,500 volunteers, 400-500 of whom participate each
month. This project provides individuals and families an
opportunity to personally involve themselves with the
vital work of making the world a better place.

JRA volunteers are moved by their experience. On
frequent volunteer recounted, “These people are my
grandparents and great grandparents just a hundred
years removed. Their courage at just being here is
inspirational. Each distribution has been a great expe-
rience for me and at least once during the deliveries

| become teary from the specialness of what we are
doing and the warmth of the people.”

“While we're proud of JRA's growth over the past 5

years,” says Daniel Erlbaum, JRA's chair, “we also have
a great sense of urgency to meet the needs of all of the
Jews in our community — and beyond — who need help.”

Recipients thank the volunteers with their words, hugs
and kisses, and sometimes sweets for the children who
visit. Some call or write to JRA to express their appre-
ciation. One recipient wrote: “Thank you for your food
delivery. | apologize for not answering the door. | have
had pneumonia and my father passed away a week
ago. So, a lot is going on. The food could not have
come at a better time.”

JRA encourages Jews who are in need of assistance
to call and request to be added to the monthly food
distribution program. The Agency does not require
proof of financial need. According to JRA Director,
Rachel Dunaief, “We operate under the philosophy that
if someone asks for food, we must provide it, no ques-
tions asked. People who are in need of assistance and
would like to enroll should call 610-645-5726."

Food distributions take place one Sunday each

month, from 10:00 AM to 1:00 PM at JRA's warehouse
located at 9986 Gantry Road, Philadelphia, 19115.
Upcoming 2005 dates are: October 9, November 6, and
December 18.

So | have come up with three things that 'm sure
will make 5766 a great year for all of us. First, let's
start with gratitude. Be grateful for even the smaill-
est thing that G-d does for you. Also, be grateful for
the community that we live in with all of its wonder-
ful Rabbayim, teachers, schools and other resourc-
es. We have a tradition at our Shabbos table: it's called “Gratefuls” we go
around the table and we tell everyone at the table what we'’re grateful for
that week. By doing this in a family setting each week, it sets the tone not
only for Shabbos, but also for the whole week.

Second is g’millus chesed (acts of kindness). We are so fortunate in our
community that there are numerous organizations and g'machs that you
can volunteer for (you could even volunteer for JCOR). The cover article
is about the JRA, which was founded five years ago and already has
grown to where it is helping thousands of needy families. There are nurs-
ing homes and assisted living facilities nearby where you can visit elderly
people.

If children do
not see their parents giving and instead making excuses, then that is what
they’ll do when they become adults as well.

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GULAG MEMORIES

Laboring desperately in temperatures reaching -
49° Celsius, without any adequate form of protection,
watching his fellow prisoners fall like flies in the
thousands succumbing to the bitter and inhumane
conditions twenty three year old Mottel Lifshitz
watched as the bodies of his comrades were left for
the prison dogs, as the earth was too frozen to dig.
Contemplating a similar fate his voiceless cry shouted
in despair, “G-d Almighty, have mercy! Have me buried
as a Jew!" Leave not my flesh for the birds and my
corpse for the wild beasts” was his only wish in the
Kolyma Gulag north east of Siberia. Not once did it
enter his conscious mind that in fact he would survive
this hell on earth and build a family.

Born in Russia in 1916, young Mottel was sent by
his parents to study Hebrew and Torah in secrecy.
In an attempt to pass on their Jewish heritage and
tradition, the illegal “underground Cheder network”
founded and operated by Rabbi Joseph Isaac
Schneerson, the sixth Lubavitcher Rebbe, was
their only alternative. In the 1920’s the communist
government closed and strictly forbade the teaching
of Judaism to children, as this was considered
brainwashing and teaching them to become an enemy
of the state.

In 1939, at age 23, he participated in organizing
study group sessions and meetings with his friends
and mentors. Just three days before his engagement,
Mottel was arrested and imprisoned by the KGB.
After being presented with his “crimes”, including
several “severe offenses” such as “holding a strong
letter contact with an agent of the Polish secret
police named Schneerson” and “holding meetings
in his home to study the illegal talks and discourses
of Schneerson”, Mottel was sentenced to 3 years in

the Gulag, the Soviet slave labor camp. Three years
became seven, and eventually Mottel returned home
to Kiev and discovered that his entire family and the
rest of Kiev Jewry had been taken to Babi Yar, never
to return.

Despite having lost the friends of his youth, Mottel
was not deterred. Upon his return he formed new
contacts and trained to become a religious functionary
as a Mohel and Shochet (practitioner of circumcision
and Kosher slaughter), thus beginning his service
for the ‘underground’ Jewish community of Russia,
routinely moving from town to town upon detection by
local authorities.

Not having dreamt of surviving the Gulag, Mottel
eventually married and merited seeing his children,
grandchildren and great-grandchildren living in the
Jewish way that he fought so hard to uphold.

This past April, Reb Mottel’s memoirs were
edited by his grandson, Rabbi Levi Haskelevich,
and published by the Lubavitch House at Penn, in
the original Yiddish. Currently, the largest Yiddish
newspaper the Algeminer Journal, as well as an
Israeli magazine Kfar Chabad (in Hebrew), are
featuring selected chapters. Plans are also underway
to translate the book into Russian and English.

The memoirs have already hailed praise from many
including professors, Rabbi’s, authors and activists.
Rabbi Dr. Jacob Immanual Schochet called it “a
truly moving and inspiring work that demands to be
read”, renowned author and translator Uri Kaploun
noted that “this unique autobiography will keep the
reader breathless from cover to cover.” Also Director
of Judaic Studies at Drexel University, Professor
Rakhmiel Peltz said, “this amazing document
deserves the attention... of both a scholarly and
broader audience”.

On November 10”7, Reb Mottel will, G-d willing,
attend a book signing event for faculty, students and
the community at the Lubavitch House, graced by
comments from Penn History Professor Benjamin
Nathans. :

Refugees from the Storm
by Daniel P. Aldrich

Picking up the pieces in Katrina’s aftermath.

My wife and children are safe; they sleep quietly in our
small rented room.

] know from historical experience that we Jews need to talk
about our family and children first. As the Jewish people
began to enter the land of Israel, two tribes, Reuven and
Gad, sought land on the other side of the Jordan River.
These groups phrased their request for Transjordan land in
an interesting way; they asked for real estate for their cattle
first and then sought land for their little ones.

In response, Moses rebuked them for three days. The
sages explain this criticism based on the fact that we
should always put our family first in conversation and in
action, as the things that matter the most should be
foremost on our mind.

My wife and children are safe, yes, but our car, our home,
our sifrei kodesh (holy books), our toys, our clothes, our
furniture, and our pots and pans are all gone, submerged
under 10 feet of water. We have only the few items that
my forward-looking wife managed to assemble before we
joined the close to million other refugees fleeing the path
of Hurricane Katrina. Our family of four can travel in a
single suitcase, I've learned.

THE QUESTIONS WE DON'T ASK

We Jews do not ask: Why me? Why did this tragedy
happen to me? We don't ask these questions for several
reasons. We don't ask these questions precisely because
we can ask these questions; hundreds, if not thousands, of
people were killed by rising floodwaters and wretched living
conditions, yet G-d enabled us to survive. Families with
children were trapped on the roofs of their houses; elderly
and infirm passed away when they couldn’t receive dialysis,
necessary medicines, and-medical treatment.

Even though we are homeless and possession-less, we are
quite lucky: we are alive and healthy.

We also don’t ask “How could G-d do this to me” because
we know that everything has a purpose, even if we don't
understand it. Our sages teach us that eventually, we’ll be
able to make a blessing on “good” things just like the “bad”
things -- so that, as hard as it is to believe, we'll praise G-d
the same way that we do for getting a raise as when we
are fired from our job. In this case, we made the blessing
Baruch Dayan HaEmet -- G-d is the true Judge. We don't
understand why the Creator would destroy a city of 1.2 mil-
lion people through flooding in the same way that we don’t

understand why people are starving in Africa or dying in
genocide in Central Europe. As believing Jews we trust that
God has logic and reasoning far beyond ours.

The night after we fled from New Orleans, spending 14
hours in the car to go less than 350 miles, we arrived at a
small hotel packed with others fleeing the storm. Everyone
was panicky, edgy, and desperate for news. | saw in our
experiences in this cramped hotel some smail portion of
what our ancestors felt about their real home, the Land of
Israel, after they were exiled to Babylonia, Africa, and the
other countries of the Diaspora. | imagine that Jewish fami-
lies would press visitors from Israel for details: How is my
family? How is my household? Da | still have a store there?
What are the occupiers doing to our people?

So too, we refugees from the Crescent City sought comfort
from over-hyped news reports, from aborted cell phone
calls, from the newcomers who could tell us what hap-
pened. “How about Canal Boulevard?” we asked. “Do you
know anything about my home?” “Is the looting as bad as
we have heard?” We clung to every tidbit, longing to feel
some measure of security. The definition of being in Exile
means that such security will always be hard, if not impos-
sible, to feel fully.

Exile forces us to recognize that even with a great job,
farge home, and two-car garage, G-d can, at any time, re-
duce us to homelessness and force us to rely on the assis-
tance of others. G-d does not want us falsely believing that
our strength, our hard work, our efforts alone determine our
course in life.

OTHER LESSONS

We have seen from this tragedy more proof of the state-
ment: Who is like your people, O Israel. Our lives were
saved by a community member who stopped by our house
to tell us: You need to leave the city. If this lady hadn't
warned us, we would be trapped like those unfortunate oth-
ers who had to be rescued by helicopter or boat.

When we arrived in Houston and found a local kosher
restaurant where we could break out of our refugee diet of
crackers and peanut butter, someone nearby overheard
my family talking about our “adventure” (as we described

it to our children). After finishing our meal, we went to the
front counter of the restaurant to pay. The Indian manager
gestured at an empty table and told us, smiling, “That fam-
ily paid for you.”

“What family?” we asked.

“That Orthodox family sitting in the corner,” he said, who
had picked up on our plight; what a kiddush Hashem, a
sanctification of G-d's name. We have received phone
calls from a scribe in Monsey, NY who offered to work with
us to replace the mezuzahs that were destroyed by the

rising floodwaters. Members of the Yeshiva Kol Yaakov

in the same town assured us they'd do their best to help
replace our sifrei kodesh. Rabbis and Jews from Israel,
from Boston, from Houston have contacted us with offers
of aid. Friends and family from around the country tried to
contact us, to offer us a place to stay, to tell us that they
want to help, to pray for us, to replace the physical things
that we lost.

Judaism teaches us that wealth and possessions should
be seen as instruments, as tools, and never as an end in
and of themselves. We should never imagine ourselves
solely as producers or consumers of material goods, as
Madison Avenue, Hollywood, and the marketing people
would like us to be. Our books, our tables, our chairs,
and even are cars are only tools to be used in the perfor-
mance of G-d’s will.

Now that we have nothing-but three changes of clothes,
a crock-pot, and a bag of railroad toys for my children,
we see how little we really need to live on. The way that
my wife and | respond to this event -- the words that we
use in front of our children, the way we interact with each
other -- is far more important to our children’s develop-
ment than the bookcases of books and boxes of toys
rotting under the hot sun in New Orleans.

| called my rabbi and asked him what we should do. After
listening to me rant and rave, Rabbi Friedman said: Imag-
ine that you've been given this time as a gift. Forget about
the material things that you lost; those can be replaced.
What would you do with this newly acquired free time,
when schools are not in session and you have no work
responsibilities?

| tried to imagine this disaster as a gift from G-d, and real-
ized that my family and | now have the chance to learn
more Torah, to visit with friends and family, to reconnect
to what truly matters.

Many of my teachers argue-that when disaster strikes
elsewhere -- be it Indonesia or Indiana -- we must look to
improve ourselves and wake ourselves up from our spiri-
tual slumber. The Chafetz Chaim, the saintly rabbi who
emphasized the importance of speaking only good about
others, is said to have fasted when he heard of a disaster
on the other side of the globe. Don't think that

G-d is sending these messages to those people who
don’t want to believe in him, one of my teachers told me;
he is speaking directly to you, to us, to those of us who
recognize the Creator in all that happens.

G-d has spoken to us with another tragedy that struck
literally on our home, and the homes our of community in
New Orleans: the only question for me, and my family, is
how we will improve ourselves and rise to the occasion.

STERN HEBREW HIGH SCHOOL - 9/12/05

Six years ago, a group of parents and educators set
out to create a high school that reflected their cherished
values: Torah Observance, academic excellence in
Jewish and secular studies, love of Israel, creative and
demanding courses, respect for teachers and fellow stu-
dents, and community service.

For the present academic year, 2005-2006, Stern’s
enroliment has reached an all-time high of 94 students
helped by an incoming oth Grade of 30 freshmen.

In Pirkei Avot we are told that the universe id supported
by a tripod of Torah, service and chesed. At Stern, we
use all three aspects of this foundation to enable our
students to build productive, spiritual, fulfilling lives.
Pirkei Avot teaches that we function best in the world
with a combination of inner conviction and outer behav-
ior; the study of Torah becomes most meaningful when
its principles influence our interactions with our com-
munity and with our society, so that each of us can bring
an inherent kedusha to the world.

This past year, Stern was awarded a national citation
from The Character Education Partnership (CEP). CEP
selected Stern’s Chesed Program, “to serve as a model
for others across the country to replicate and integrate
into their character education initiatives.” Specifically,
the National Schools of Character Promising Activities
singled out Stern’s “Youth Giving and Serving Others”
as the model practice and highlighted it in CEP’s widely
disseminated book, 2004 National Schools of Character.

Stern is committed to educating young men and women
in separate classrooms, with the same curriculum. Our
goal is for Stern graduates to have the values and skills
they need to succeed at the most competitive colleges
and universities, and at the most challenging yeshivot
in the United States and Israel. Most importantly, our
students will have a firm Jewish foundation on which to
construct their lives.

16 out of the 18 graduates from this past year have
chosen to spend a year of study in Israel at a number
of the premier institutions for higher learning for men
and women.

Stern takes pride in the ways that secular and Judaic
studies are integrated and reinforced. Our students
might interpret a passage from Tehillim by writing an
original piece of music. A sugya of Gemarah might be
diagrammed on a computer in order to elucidate a spe-
cific patter in the text. Inspired by our Biblical ancestors
Sarah and Avraham, who personified chesed through
acts of hospitality, Stern Students regularly prepare
meals in the school kitchen and deliver them to those in
need. Crossover and coordination among teachers, sub-
jects and disciplines is encouraged in order to maximize
every learning experience.

One of Stern’s 2004 graduates wrote from Israel this
past year, “Next year, | will be a student at University

of Maryland. | have been warned that, as an adultin a
world dominated by overly pluralistic Jews and secular
temptations, 1 will have trouble staying ‘on the derech.’
But | have complete faith in my ability to endure, and
much of this conviction | owe to my high school years at
Stern...l realize now that my years at Stern were crucial
to my overall development as a Modern Orthodox Jew.”
Another 2004 graduate wrote from Israel, “At Stern |
learned how to think outside the box. From ninth grade

through twelfth, | had amazing teachers, who taught me
how to think for myself and to understand the genesis of
an answer.”

At Stern, the academic world, the Jewish world and

the secular world are similarly intertwined. Plato, the
prophet Yirmiyahu, Theodor Herz!, Shakespeare, Rashi,
Monet, Rabbi Joseph Soloveitchik, Tolstoy, Rambam,
Jane Austin, and Bach may alil be present in the class-
room. Our students venture out of the school halls:
model U.N., museums, nature retreats, March of the
Living, sports competitions, and chesed projects in
Philadelphia neighborhoods and hospitals are integral to
our curriculum.

in April, the Jewish Agency For Israel (JAFI) announced
that Stern Hebrew High School was one of only four
Jewish day schools selected from a nationwide pool

of over 50 applicants to participate in a pilot project.
